I am sorry I can't remember the exact vehicle, but it
was very nice and Bud kept it immaculate. Willie had all these horses and he
didn't want any of them to get distemper so he bought a goat. That goat was
everywhere and wouldn't stay with the horses. He wanted to be up near the
house. One morning Buddy went out and saw goat tracks and scratches on his
car. No need to share that moment of anger and frustration that came from
Buddy, you can imagine. He, at the very least, wanted to kill that goat. 
They tried everything to keep that goat from the house, to no avail. The arena
was at the bottom of the corrals, where the maintenance shop is now, and not
long after all the unsuccessful attempts to keep the goat at the barn, Paul Tamlin,
decided he would use the goat as a training device for one of the horses he
wanted to rope on. He roped the goat and just as the loop settled over the goat,
the goat ducked under a gate. The ensuing crash killed the goat. 
Buddy had no bad words to say, when I was talking to him later, but he did have
that sly smile on his face, that all who knew him saw it often. As a matter of fact
that smile is on his face in the picture to the left of this writing.
